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Introduction

This report gives details of the destinations of students in Leicester and Leicestershire who 
completed their compulsory education in the Summer of 2008.

Students from schools in Leicester and Leicestershire who had completed courses in the 
Summer of 2008 were contacted by Connexions Leicester Shire staff during the Autumn of 
2008 and asked about their current employment or educational situation.

The destinations are analysed by gender, ethnic origin and local authority and comparisons 
are given with previous years’ destinations, where possible.

We hope the report will be of interest to a range of organisations with a role in the provision 
and planning of education, training and employment opportunities and those providing 
careers education, information and guidance.

The layout of the report should allow users to reproduce the key charts for use in 
presentations and discussions.

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Explanation of terms

Full-time education
Includes school sixth form, sixth-form college, further-education college, and other post 16 
education.

Full-time employment
Includes employed apprenticeships, jobs with training, jobs with no training.

Full-time training (non employed)
Includes Learning and Skills Council delivered training, e2e and other government 
supported training programmes.

Not settled - active
Includes part-time learning or employment, personal development opportunities or being 
available to the labour market.

Not settled - not active
Includes young carers, teenage parents, illness, pregnancy, custodial sentence, asylum 
seekers without citizenship.

Others
Includes moved out of contact and no response.

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Commentary

The total number of young people within Leicester LA area was 3,764.

The total number of young people within Leicestershire LA area was 8,183.

A higher proportion of Leicester City students than Leicestershire students fell into the ‘Not 
settled - active’ category.

The percentage of young people entering full-time education and full-time employment was 
slightly higher for  Leicestershire.

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Commentary

Overall the number of students moving into full-time education has increased over the three 
years from 77% in 2006 to 85% in 2008.

The proportion of students entering full-time training has increased since 2007, whilst the 
proportion entering full-time employment has decreased.

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Commentary

A higher proportion of girls than boys chose to remain in full-time education.

There were more males than females in full-time employment, full-time training and in 
the 'not settled-active' category.

Commentary

Of the two largest ethnic groups (White British and Indian), Indian students were 
significantly more likely to remain in full-time education.

White British students were more likely than Indian students to enter  full-time 
employment and training.

A relatively high percentage of White British and White and Black Caribbean students  
fell into the ‘not settled – active’ category. 

Any comparisons of destinations between different ethnic groups using percentages 
need to be made with caution, as the total cohorts for some groups are very small.

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Commentary

The graph shows the main full-time employment occupations that students have entered. 

Occupations are classified using the Standard Occupational Classification (Sub-Major 
Groups). Other elementary occupations includes cleaners, factory general assistants, drivers’ 
mates, etc.

The top 3 occupations overall were hairdressing, skilled construction and catering. 

For boys, skilled construction, vehicle trades and engineering were most popular.

For girls, hairdressing and catering were the most popular.
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Students who are not settled: analysis by category
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Commentary

This chart analyses the circumstances of people who were in the categories 'not settled-
active' or 'not settled-not active'. 627 young people fell into these categories.

'Not settled – active' includes part-time learning or employment, personal development 
opportunities, such as The Princes Trust, or being available for work. 'Not settled - not 
active' includes young people who are currently unable to work due to teenage 
parenthood, illness, pregnancy, custodial sentence, being a young carer, or being an asylum 
seeker without citizenship. 

The largest group were those who were ‘available to the labour market’. This refers to those 
young people who have no officially recognised circumstances making them unable to take 
part in education, employment or training. 

Teenage parents were the largest group of young people who were unable to work.
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Students who are not settled: comparing the sexes
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Commentary

351 of the 'not settled' groups were males and 276 were females.

A higher percentage of males (60%) were 'available to the labour market'.

Teenage pregnancy and parenting were the most common reasons for girls being unable to 
work. Illness and having a custodial sentence were the most common reasons amongst 
boys.
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
